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An Aboriginal Archaeological Assessment was undertaken by AECOM Australia. The purpose
of the assessment was to identify Aboriginal Archaeological resources within the Project
Boundary and assess the potential impacts of the Project on these resources.

In summary:

The assessment included a detailed desktop review of
previous studies, search of the Office of Environment
and Heritage’s Aboriginal Heritage Information
Management System, and a comprehensive field
survey of the Project Boundary undertaken over a total
of 25 days with members of the Aboriginal community.

A total of 55 Aboriginal archaeological sites were
identified in the Project Boundary, consisting of 51
new sites and four Aboriginal Heritage Information
Management System registered sites.

The newly recorded sites were represented by 17
artifact scatters, 23 isolated finds, eight potential
Aboriginal scarred trees and three grinding groove
sites.

As a result of the Project, a total of 29 Aboriginal
archaeological sites within the Project Boundary will
be directly impacted.

An Aboriginal Archaeology and Cultural Heritage
Management Plan will be developed in consultation
with Registered Aboriginal Parties and relevant
government agencies.

The plan will also provide provisions for the in-
situ conservation of an additional 26 Aboriginal
archaeological sites and the establishment of the
Watermark Gully, and Mooki River Aboriginal Cultural
Heritage Conservation Areas.

These Conservation Areas offer both known and
potential Aboriginal archaeological resources and
cultural values on land owned by Shenhua Watermark
within and adjacent to the Project Boundary.
